As with
anything, to act quickly
you must practice often.
You may only have
seconds to protect
yourself in an earthquake before strong shaking
knocks you down, or something falls on you.

Thursday of October each year.

Plan Your Drill:

+ Have a two-minute “Drop, Cover, and Hold On” drill at
10:20 a.m. on October 20. You can also exercise
other aspects of your emergency plan.

+ Discuss what you learned and make improvements.

Get Prepared for Earthquakes:
» Check your emergency supplies and equipment; make sure
they are accessible and functional.
+ Ask departments to inspect facilities for items that might fall
and cause injury and secure them.
+ Encourage staff and students to prepare at home.
» Provide CERT training for staff and students.

Share the ShakeOut:
» Encourage students and staff to ask their friends, families
and neighbors to register.
+ Ask colleagues at other schools to participate.
