Why is a “Drop, Cover, and Hold On” drill
important? To respond quickly you must practice
often. You may only have seconds to protect
yourself in an earthquake before strong shaking
knocks you down, or something falls on you.

Plan Your Drill:

* Register at ShakeOut.org/register to be counted as
participating, get email updates, and more.

ShakeOut.org/drill/broadcast.

+ Have a “Drop, Cover, and Hold On” drill on ShakeOut day
or within two weeks. You may also want to practice other
aspects of your emergency plan.

+ Discuss what you learned and make improvements.

Get Prepared for Earthquakes:

* Do a “hazard hunt” for items that might fall during
earthquakes and secure them.

+ Create a personal or family disaster plan.

+ Organize or refresh your emergency supply kits.

+ Identify and correct any issues in your home’s structure.
